Kelab Rahman Putra Malaysia once again played hosts to the 2nd. Edition of the AmBank Group – SportExcel – Cross Creek – KRPM National Junior Grand–Finals and the International Junior Open 2007. One hundred and forty–three juniors, ranging from age 6 to 18, from the Asian region, were on a mission to ‘tame and to conquer the Rahman Putra’s Lakes’. The best from Malaysia were well–challenged by the presence of forty top juniors from Thailand. The Malaysian Ladies Golf Association (MALGA) took the opportunity to showcase their top juniors who will be groomed to don national colours in 2008.
The President of Kelab Rahman Putra Malaysia, Mr. George Hoh, was present at the Prize–Presentation Ceremony to lend support to the Tournament. Also present were YAM. Tunku Tan Sri Imran ibni Tuanku Ja’afar (Chairman, SportExcel), YAM. Tunku Puteri, Tunku Dato’ Seri Jawahir ibni Tuanku Ja’afar (President, MALGA), Tuan Syed Annuar Bin Syed Ali (Director, Group Public Affairs, AmBank Group) and Ms. Chee Sook Yin (Finance Director, Cross Creek).
In the Grand–Finals, Kenneth De–Silva of MGA junior squad played one–under to return a two–days’ score of 143 (72, 71) in the Under–18 category while Chan Tuck Soon of Bangi took the Under–15 title with 146 (73, 73). Amanda Chin of MALGA took a 4–stroke lead, playing 148 (72, 76) from Michelle Koh in the Girls Under–18 category. Low Khai Jei of Taiping was in his elements when he surged forward in an exciting finish to lead by 3 strokes ahead of Mohammad Adam Shafiq Bin Sazali in the Under–12 category. Khai Jei was on 158 while Mohammad Adam played 151. The golf prodigy, eight–year old Galven Green of Monterez, brushed aside his nearest rival, Ryan Wong of Bangi, with a classic display of golf, playing 41, 40 (8 holes per day) with a 2–days’ total of 81, in the Under–8 category.
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In the International, which was played over 3 days, the Malaysians dominated the top places, with encouraging scores. Most outstanding was Kenneth De–Silva (Boys Under–18) who blazed the Lakes with 214 (72, 71, 71), followed by Wilson Choo of Bangi on 219 and Mohmmad Iylia of Seri Selangor with 222. But it was Chan Tuck Soon who stole the show on a sudden–death play–off with an awesome birdie when he tied on 222 with Poosit Supupramai of Thailand. Ng Choo Teck of Rahman Putra was third with 228. Michelle Koh of MALGA turned the table around on Amanda Chin in the Girls Under–18 category when she played 73 on the third day to lead by 4 strokes. Michelle was on 225 (78, 74, 73) while Amanda was on 229 (72, 76, 81). The top 3 places in the Boys Under–12 category were snatched–up by the Thais … Korntawach 221 (74, 73, 74), Rattanon 223 (73, 77, 73) and Piyapoom 229 (76, 76, 77). The Girls Under–12 title also went  to the Thai, Pinrath, playing 77, 81, 76 (234), followed by Kim Jin Min of Indonesia on 245. Galven Green was again awesome on the 3rd day to lead by 13 strokes (121) ahead of his nearest rival, Kesaree of Thailand on 134.
The Chairman of SportExcel, YAM. Tunku Tan Sri Imran ibni Tuanku Ja’afar in his welcoming speech, praised Kelab Rahman Putra Malaysia (KRPM) for its significant role in the promotion and development of junior golfing in this region. He further commended KRPM ‘for its whole hearted support of not just the International and the Grand–Finals, but of junior golf development in Malaysia itself. The club has been very generous in allowing SportExcel the use of its facilities for our other tournaments.
